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II1. The analyses of transplant outcomes
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The transplant cases reported to the following four registries in Japan were combined
after exclusion of the overlapped reported cases to make the dataset for analyses.
General description of the dataset is shown in the next page.

Four registries in Japan:
1) Japan Society of Hematopoietic Cell Transplantation
2) Japan Society of Pediatric Hematology
3) Japan Marrow Donor Program
4) Japan Cord Blood Bank Network
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For categorized variables, the numbers of patients and their percentages are



shown. For continuous variables, the median values and their ranges are shown. The
analyses of overall survival (OS: which is defined as the duration between the date of
transplant and the date of the death, or last follow up, whichever came first) were
conducted by the Kaplan-Meier product limit method. The outcome analyses had
several restrictions due to the nationwide survey. Accordingly, the results must be
interpreted carefully. All the statistical analyses were conducted by Stata ver.11.1
